WHEREAS, nutrition and food security are critical to children’s growth,20

development, and readiness to learn; and21

WHEREAS, healthy eating patterns in childhood and adolescence promote23

optimal childhood health, growth, and intellectual development; prevent24

immediate health problems, such as iron deficiency anemia, obesity, eating25

disorders, and dental cavities; and may prevent long term health problems,26

such as coronary heart disease, cancer, and strokes; and27

WHEREAS, children who are malnourished or hungry are unable to function29

optimally in the classroom and are at risk of lower achievement in school; and30

WHEREAS, the resultant diminished future capacity of, and opportunities32

for these children will affect the state’s social and economic future; and33

WHEREAS, the legislature finds that the state has an interest in helping35

children have access to nutritious food and encouragement to develop healthy36
