BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 6-15-503(a)(1) pertaining to notice of intent
to home school is amended to read as follows:

“(a)(1) Parents or guardians desiring to provide a home school for
their children must give written notice to the superintendent of their local
school district of their intent to provide a home school for their child and
sign a waiver authorizing the release of the State of Arkansas from any future
liability for the education of their child:

(A) Atthe beginningof cach-schoolyear for parents—who
are—currenthyhomeschoolng—thelr—child Except as provided in subdivisions
() (1D (B) through (D) of this section, the notice and waiver must be given to

the superintendent prior to August 15 each school year for those who intend to

home school during the fall semester or prior to December 15 each school year

for those who intend to home school during the spring semester.

(B) Excluding parents and guardians who have provided

notice and waiver as indicated in subdivision (a)(1)(A), any parents or

guardians who determine that home schooling is in their child’s best interest

and desire to provide a home school for their child must give written notice

to the superintendent of their local school district of their intent to

provide a home school for their child and sign a waiver authorizing a release

of the State of Arkansas from any future liability for the education of their

child any time during the first fourteen (14) calendar days of the spring and

fall semester of each school year.

(C) Parents or guardians desiring to provide a home school

for their child must give written notice to the superintendent of their local

school district of their intent to provide a home school for their child and

sign a waiver authorizing the release of the State of Arkansas from any future

liability for the education of their child fourteen (14) calendar days prior

to withdrawing their child from school, if:

(i) The child is failing two or more core curriculum

courses;

(iii) There is documented concern regarding the

child"s safety.

SECTION 2. Title 6, Chapter 16, Subchapter 5 of the Arkansas Code is
amended by adding the following new section to be numbered by the Arkansas
Code Revision Commission:

“The Department of Education shall designate a staff person to provide

assistance to parents and school districts in understanding and enforcing the

home school laws.”

SECTION 3. AIll provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature

are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 4. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
SECTION 5. AIll laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

hereby repealed.
