BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:22

      SECTION 1.  (a) In addition to its other duties, the Administrative25

Office of the Courts shall assist in the gathering of information for the26

Arkansas General Assembly concerning its duty under Amendment 43 of the27

Arkansas Constitution of 1874 to set the salaries and expenses for the judges28

of the various municipal courts in Arkansas.29

      (b) Beginning July 1, 2000, and each July 1, of each even-numbered year30

thereafter, the Director of the Administrative Office of the Courts shall send31

a request for a salary recommendation to each local government jurisdiction,32

each municipality and county, which financially supports the operation of a33

municipal court in Arkansas.  The mayor of each municipality and each county34

judge shall be contacted to ask for their recommendations regarding the salary35

and expense requirements for the judge of the municipal court under their36
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respective jurisdiction.1

      (c)  By September 30, 2000, and each September 30, of each even-numbered2

year thereafter, the mayor and county judge shall confer with the governing3

body of their respective local political subdivision and, with its4

concurrence, shall arrive at a recommendation regarding the salary and5

expenses necessary for the judge of the municipal court.  The municipal6

judges' salaries and expenses may be increased but not diminished during the7

term for which they were elected.8

(d)  The mayor and county judge shall send any recommendations regarding9

the salary and expenses for the judge of the municipal court to the Director10

of the Administrative Office of the Courts by November 1, 2000, and each11

November 1, of each even-numbered year thereafter.12

(e) The Director of the Administrative Office of the Courts shall13

compile the salary and expenses recommendations for the municipal court judges14

into a report to be submitted to the House and Senate Interim Committees on15

Judiciary.  The report shall be sent to the Committees by December 1, 2000,16

and each December 1, of each even-numbered year thereafter.17

SECTION 2.  All provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature19

are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code20

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.21

SECTION 3.  If any provision of this act or the application thereof to23

any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect24

other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without25

the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this26

act are declared to be severable.27

SECTION 4.  All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are29

hereby repealed.30
