BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:21

SECTION 1.  (a)  No person who calls a residential phone number for the23

purpose of offering merchandise for sale shall dispatch a courier or other24

individual to the residence to collect payment before the consumer has25

inspected the merchandise.26

(b)  It shall be unlawful for any person who calls a residential phone27

number for the purpose of offering a prize to a consumer to dispatch a courier28

or other individual to the consumer’s home for the purpose of collecting any29

fees or costs of any kind from the consumer.30

(c)  A violation of this act shall be a Class A misdemanor. 31

(d)  A violation of the provisions of this section shall constitute an32

unfair and deceptive act or practice as defined by the Deceptive Trade33

Practices Act, beginning at Arkansas Code 4-88-101.  All remedies, penalties34

and authority granted to the Attorney General under the Deceptive Trade35

Practices Act shall be available to the Attorney General for the enforcement36
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of this section.1

(e)  Nothing in this section limits the rights or remedies which are2

otherwise available to the consumer under any other law.3

(f)  The obligations under this section are cumulative and should in no4

way be deemed to limit the obligations imposed under any other law.5

SECTION 2.  All provisions of this Act of a general and permanent nature7

are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code8

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.9

SECTION 3.  If any provision of this Act or the application thereof to11

any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect12

other provisions or applications of the Act which can be given effect without13

the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this14

Act are declared to be severable.15

16

SECTION 4.  All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are17

hereby repealed.18
