BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:20

SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code 14-42-206(b)(1) is amended to read:22

shall, not more than eighty (80) days nor less than sixty (60) days prior to25
