""AN ACT TO AMEND ARKANSAS CODE 18-15-301 AND 18-15-309
RELATING TO THE POWER OF CONDEMNATION FOR MUNICIPAL
CORPORATIONS; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.'

Subtitle
"RELATING TO THE POWER OF CONDEMNATION
FOR MUNICIPAL CORPORATIONS."

BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 18-15-301(a) is amended to read as follows:

“(a) The right and power of eminent domain is conferred upon municipal
corporations to enter upon, take, and condemn private property for the
construction of wharves, levees, parks, squares, market places, or other

lawful purposes. Additionally, cities of the first class that have a

population greater than eight thousand (8,000) which are also located in

counties with a total population of greater than two hundred fifty thousand

(250,000) shall have the right and power of eminent domain to enter upon,

take, condemn, and operate a waterworks system owned by any suburban

improvement district for any purpose as long as the majority of the

improvement district is located within the city limits of the condemning city.

The term “or other lawful purposes,” as used in this section, shall include a
waterworks system in its entirety or any integral part thereof, or any
extension, addition, betterment, or improvement to an existing waterworks

system operated by a municipal corporation.”

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code 18-15-309(a) is amended to read as follows:
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As Engrossed: H3/16/99 H3/23/99 HB2029

“(a) In addition to the purposes for which municipalities are now
authorized to exercise the power of eminent domain, cities of the first and
second class are authorized to exercise such power for the purpose of

acquiring real property or interests in real property, including but not

limited to any such property owned by any suburban improvement district, that

is necessary for the construction, operation, repair, or maintenance of flood
control improvements including, but not limited to, dams, levees, reservoirs,

spillways, floodways, and other related improvements.”

SECTION 3. AIll provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 4. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
SECTION 5. AIll laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

hereby repealed.
