district shall report to the State Board of Education the name of any person

holding a license issued by the State Board of Education and currently
employed, or employed during the two (2) previous school years, by the local
school district who:

(A) Has pleaded guilty or nolo contendere to, or been found
guilty of a felony or any misdemeanor listed in subsection (a) of this
section;

(B) Holds such license obtained by fraudulent means;

(C) Has had a similar license revoked in another state;

(D) Has intentionally compromised the validity or security

(E) Has knowingly submitted falsified information requested
or required by the Department of Education.

SECTION 2. All provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
SECTION 4. All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

hereby repealed.
