BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:19

SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code 20-76-436(b), concerning estate assets21

subject to recovery, is amended to read as follows:22

(b)(1)  The department shall not seek recovery against the estate of a23

deceased recipient for the amount of any benefits distributed or paid or24

charges levied if the recovery is not cost effective or if the recovery works25

an undue hardship on the heirs or devisees of the decedent's estate.26

(2)  In determining the existence of an undue hardship, the27

department shall consider factors including, but not limited to, the28

following:29

(A)  The estate asset subject to recovery is the sole30

income-producing asset of the beneficiaries of the estate;31

(B)  Without receipt of the proceeds of the estate, a32

beneficiary would become eligible for federal or state benefits;33

(C)  Allowing a beneficiary to receive the inheritance from34

the estate would enable a beneficiary to discontinue eligibility for federal35

or state benefits;36
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(D)  The estate asset subject to recovery is a home with a1

value of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) or less as determined by the2

most recent county assessment fifty percent (50%) or less of the average3

price of homes in the county where the homestead is located, as of the date4

of the beneficiary’s death; or5

(E)  There are other compelling circumstances.6
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
