BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. (a)(1) Notwithstanding any law of this state to the

contrary, a long-term care facility may transfer to a charitable organization

for reuse any prescription medicine belonging to a deceased resident if that

medicine is packaged in an unbroken blister-pack or other substantially

similar package.

(2) Medicines shall not be transferred under this act until at

lest Tive (5) days after the coroner has been notified of the resident"s

death.
(3)(A) The charitable organization shall notify the recipient of

the medicines that the medicines are recycled; and

(B) The recipient of the medicine shall acknowledge in

writing that they have been notified that the medicines are recycled.

(4) The long-term care facility shall, within forty-five (45)

days of the death of a resident who receives cycle-fill medicines, notify the

pharmacy which supplies each cycle-fill medicine.

(b) Prescription medicines transferred under this act shall not be

sold or offered for sale and may only be given free of charge under a

physician™s order.

(c) A long-term care facility or an administrator or employee of a

long-term care facility, who, in good faith, transfers a prescription

medicine under this act and who was acting as a reasonable and prudent person

woulld have acted in transferring the prescription medicine, shall not be

liable for any civil damages for acts or omissions performed in good faith.

(d)(1) Charitable organizations which, in good faith, and acting as a

reasonable and prudent person would have acted under the circumstances

receives and distributes prescription medicines under this act, shall not be

liable for any civil damages for acts or omissions performed in good faith.

(2) A physician who in good faith, and acting as a reasonable

and prudent person would have acted under the circumstances, writes an order

for the distribution of prescription medicines under this act, shall not be

liable for any civil damages for acts or omissions performed in good faith.

(3) Manufacturers, wholesalers, pharmacists and pharmacies shall

not be liable for any civil damages arising from any defects or alterations

of medicines occurring after the medicines have left the custody or control

of the entity.
