BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 9-9-102(b) is amended to read as follows:

(b)(1) The Department of Human Services and any other agency or entity
which receives federal assistance and is involved in adoption or foster care
placement shall not discriminate on the basis of the race, color, or national
origin of the adoptive or foster parent or the child involved nor delay the
placement of a child on the basis of race, color, or national origin of the
adoptive or foster parents.

(2) However, the Department of Human Services shall not place any

child with any adoptive or foster parent if it is determined that the

prospective adoptive or foster parent is a homosexual.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code 9-9-204 is amended to read as follows:
9-9-204. Who may adopt.
(a) The following individuals may adopt:
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(1) A husband and wife together although one or both are minors;
(2) An unmarried adult;
(3) The unmarried father or mother of the individual to be
adopted;
(4) A married individual without the other spouse joining as a
petitioner, if the individual to be adopted is not his spouse; and if:
H(A) The other spouse is a parent of the individual to be
adopted and consents to the adoption;
G (B) The petitioner and the other spouse are legally
separated; or
) (C) The failure of the other spouse to join in the
petition or to consent to the adoption is excused by the court by reason of
prolonged unexplained absence, unavailability, incapacity, or circumstances
constituting an unreasonable withholding of consent.

(b) No person eligible to adopt under subsection (a) may adopt if it is

determined that the person is a homosexual.
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
