BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:20

SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code 12-12-1009, concerning dissemination of22

criminal history information, is amended to read as follows:23

12-12-1009.  Dissemination of conviction criminal history  information24

for noncriminal justice purposes.25

(a)  Conviction Criminal history information shall only be made26

available for the following noncriminal justice purposes:27

(1)  To any local, state, or federal governmental agency that28

requests the information for the enforcement of a local, state, or federal29

law; and30

(2)  To any nongovernmental entity authorized either by the record31

subject in writing or by state or federal law to receive such information; and32

effective January 2, 2002, to other entities according to standards and rules33

establish by the Supervisory Board of the Arkansas Crime Information Center.34

(3)  To any federal agency or central repository in another state35

requesting the information for purposes authorized by law.36

(b)  Conviction information Information disseminated for noncriminal1

justice purposes under this subchapter shall only be used for the purposes for2

which it was made available and may not be redisseminated.3

(c)  Nonconviction information shall not be available under the4

provisions of this subchapter for noncriminal justice purposes.5

(d)  No agency or individual shall confirm the existence or nonexistence6

of criminal history information to any person or organization that would not7

be eligible to receive the information pursuant to this subchapter.8

(e)(c)  Local agencies may release their own agency records according to9

their own policies.10

SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code 12-12-1010(a)(2), concerning dissemination of12

criminal history information, is amended to add an additional subdivision to13

read as follows:14

(C)  Certified forensic psychologists and psychiatrists at15

the Arkansas State Hospital for use in performing forensic evaluations on16

defendants committed to the hospital by court order.17
