WHEREAS, Arkansas adoption law has been maligned in the national and22

international media which has referred to Arkansas as “the Las Vegas of23

Adoptions”; and24

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Adoption code was adopted in 1969; and26

WHEREAS, there has not been a comprehensive study of Arkansas adoption28

law since 1994; and29

WHEREAS, a study should be made to determine the need for changes in31

Arkansas law in order to protect Arkansas’ children; and32

WHEREAS, the study should make recommendations for possible legislative34

changes in adoption law as well as programmatic changes needed to better serve35
