THAT the Joint Performance Review Committee study the structure and4

organization of the Department of Human Services.5

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Joint Performance Review Committee shall7

request the Legislative Council to authorize the Joint Performance Review8

Committee to employ a consultant to assist the committee in making a study of9

the Department of Human Services and to authorize payment of the consultant10

from funds appropriated for Interim Committee Study Expenses.11

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the consultant provide a comprehensive analysis13

of the existing structure of the Department of Human Services, its cost-14

effectiveness and efficiency, and a comprehensive outline of cost effective15

and efficient alternative organizations for the department.16

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the consultant shall periodically report progress18

on the study to the Joint Performance Review Committee.  The Joint19

Performance Review Committee shall keep the chairpersons of the House and20

Senate Interim Committees on Public Health, Welfare and Labor, State Agencies21

and Governmental Affairs, Aging, Children and Youth, Legislative and Military22

Affairs, and the Legislative Council informed about the progress of the study23

and shall provide each of those chairpersons with a copy of the final report.24

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that before October 1, 2002, the Joint Performance26

Review Committee shall present a comprehensive report on the study along with27

its recommendations for reorganizing the department to the Legislative28

Council.29
