BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 6-17-2403 is amended to read as follows:
6-17-2403. Minimum teacher compensation schedule feor2004-2005.
(a) The board of directors in each school district in the state shall
pay classroom teachers upon a minimum salary schedule that provides:
(1) Annual increments for education and experience;
(2) A base salary; and
(3) A minimum salary for a teacher with a master’s degree and at
least fifteen (l5) years’ experience=; and

(4) A minimum salary for a teacher with certification in more

than one (1) subject area, if the teacher is teaching in two (2) or more

classes that require different areas of certification.

(b) In school year 2004-20055—each Each school district in the state

shall have in place a salary schedule with at least the following minimum

levels of compensation for a basic contract:

the teacher’s experience shall be his or her total years in any school

district in the state and shall not be based only upon the years in the

school district in which he or she is currently employed.

(d)(l) A teacher shall be entitled to additional pay for the school

year if the number of days in the teacher’s contract for the 2004-20085

current school year exceeds the number of days in the teacher’s contract for

the 2003-2004 immediately preceding school year.

(2) The additional pay shall be at least equal to the number of

additional contract days under subdivision (d)(l) of this section multiplied

by the daily rate calculated using the teacher’s 2003-2004 previous year’s

salary from the immediately preceding school year.
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£)(e) For purposes of this section, "daily rate" means the teacher

contract salary divided by the number of days in the teacher contract.

SECTION 2. The increases provided in this act shall apply beginning

with contracts for the 2005—2006 school year and each school year thereafter.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is found and determined by the

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that school districts enter into

contracts with teacher on or before May 1 each year; that school districts

and teachers need sufficient time to adjust contracts and salary schedules

prior to a change; and that this act is immediately necessary because new

salary requirements must be in place prior to May 1, 2004. Therefore, an

emergency is declared to exist and this act being immediately necessary for

the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall become

effective on:

(1) The date of its approval by the Governor;

(2) 1If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor,

the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor may veto the

bill; or

(3) If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the veto is

overridden, the date the last house overrides the veto.
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
