BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:
SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 17, Chapter 95, Subchapter 2 is amended

to add an additional section to read as follows:

17-95-208. General authority of physician to delegate.

(a)(1l) A physician may delegate to a qualified and properly trained

employee under the physician’s supervision the performance of tasks that do

not require substantial specialized judgment and skill based on knowledge and

applications of principles of biological, physical, and social sciences, as

determined by the Arkansas State Medical Board, if in the opinion of the

delegating physician, the task:

(A) Can be properly and safely performed by the employee

to whom the task is delegated;

(B) 1Is performed in its customary manner; and

(C) 1Is performed within the physical boundaries of the

delegating physician’s offices.

(2) The employee to whom the delegation of the task is made

shall:
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(A) Wear a name badge that says "Medical Assistant"; and

(B) Not be represented to the public as a licensed

physician, licensed nurse, licensed physician’s assistant, or any other

licensed healthcare provider.

(b) The delegating physician remains responsible for the acts of the

employee performing the delegated tasks.

(c) This section shall not be construed to authorize the Arkansas

State Medical Board to permit, nor shall it repeal other acts that deal with

specific tasks of licensed health care providers, including, but not limited

to:

(1) X-ray technicians; and

(2) Audiologists.
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
