FUNDING ACT OF 2003 AND TO AMEND MINIMUM

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 6-20-2303(22)(B), concerning funding for
public schools, is amended to read as follows:
(B)(i) For school year 2804-2005 2005-2006, student growth
funding is calculated as five thousand four hundred dollars ($5+400) five

thousand five hundred and one dollars ($5,501) multiplied by the increase, if

any, in the school district’s two-quarter average of the average daily
membership of the current school year over the local school district’s
average daily membership for the previous school year, excluding any increase
resulting solely from consolidation or annexation with another school
districts.

(ii) For school year 2006-2007, student growth

funding is calculated as five thousand five hundred and seventy-eight dollars

(85,578) multiplied by the increase, if any, in the school district’s two-

quarter average of the average daily membership of the current school year

over the local school district’s average daily membership for the previous

school year, excluding any increase resulting solely from consolidation or
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annexation with another school district;

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 6-20-2305(a)(2), concerning public school
funding, is amended to read as follows:
(2)(A) For the 2004-2005 2005-2006 school year, the foundation

funding amount is equal to five thousand four hundred -dollars ($5+400) five
thousand five hundred one dollars ($5,501) +imes multiplied by the average

daily membership of the previous school year.

(B) For the 2006-2007 school year, the foundation funding

amount is equal to five thousand five hundred seventy-eight dollars ($5,578)

multiplied by the average daily membership of the previous school year.

SECTION 3. Arkansas Code § 6-17-2403 is amended to read as follows:
6-17-2403. Minimum teacher compensation schedule feor2004-2005.
(a) The board of directors in each school district in the state shall
pay classroom teachers upon a minimum salary schedule that provides:
(1) Annual increments for education and experience;
(2) A base salary; and
(3) A minimum salary for a teacher with a master’s degree and at
least fifteen (15) years of experience.
(b) In school year 2004-2005 2005-2006, each school district in the
state shall have in place a salary schedule with at least the following

minimum levels of compensation for a basic contract:

(2) The additional pay shall-be is at least equal to the number
of additional contract days under subdivision {d){1)(e)(l) of this section
£imes multiplied by the daily rate calculated using the teacher’s 2003-2004
2004-2005 salary.

(3) A teacher is entitled to additional pay if the number of

days in the teacher’s contract for the 2006-2007 school year exceeds the

number of days in the teacher’s contract for the 2005-2006 school year.

(4) The additional pay is at least equal to the number of

contract days for the 2006-2007 school year exceeding the number of days in

the teacher’s contract for the 2005-2006 school year multiplied by the daily

rate calculated using the teacher’s 2005-2006 salary.

(f) For purposes of this section, "daily rate" means the teacher

contract salary divided by the number of days in the teacher contract.

SECTION 4. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is found and determined by the

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that to provide an opportunity for

adequate education for the children of Arkansas the schools must have good

quality teachers in the classrooms; that increases in teacher’s salaries are

necessary to attract and retain good quality teachers; that changes in

teacher salary requirements must be in place before May 1 of each year to
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ensure that changes may be incorporated into teacher contracts in a timely

manner; and that this act is immediately necessary because school districts

and teachers need sufficient notice of salary changes to negotiate and enter

into contracts for the upcoming school year. Therefore, an emergency is

declared to exist and this act being immediately necessary for the

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall become effective

on:

(1) The date of its approval by the Governor;

(2) 1If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor,

the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor may veto the

bill; or

(3) If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the veto is

overridden, the date the last house overrides the veto.
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
