BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 19 

 20 

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 27-51-403 is amended to read as follows: 21 

 27-51-403.  Signals for turning, stopping, changing lanes, or 22 

decreasing speed required. 23 

 (a)  No person shall turn a vehicle from a direct course upon a highway 24 

unless and until the movement can be made with reasonable safety and then 25 

only after giving a clearly audible signal by sounding the horn if any 26 

pedestrian may be affected by the movement or after giving an appropriate 27 

signal in the manner provided in subsection (b) of this section in the event 28 

any other vehicle may be affected by the movement.   29 

 (b)  A signal of intention to change lanes or to turn right or left 30 

shall be given continuously during not less than the last one hundred feet 31 

(100') traveled by the vehicle before changing lanes or turning.   32 

 (c)  No person shall stop or suddenly decrease the speed of a vehicle 33 

without first giving an appropriate signal in the manner provided in this 34 

subchapter to the driver of any vehicle immediately to the rear when there is 35 

opportunity to give such signal. 36
