SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 20-48-101 is amended to read as follows:
20-48-101. Definitions.
As used in this chapters;—unless—the contextotherwise requires:
(1) "Developmental disability" means a disability of a person
which:
(A) (i) Is attributable to mental retardation, cerebral
palsy, epilepsy, or autism;

(ii) 1Is attributable to any other condition of a
person found to be closely related to mental retardation because it the
condition results in an impairment of general intellectual functioning or
adaptive behavior similar to those of mentally retarded persons or requires

treatment and services similar to these regquired for such persens that

required for a person who is mentally retarded; or

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 20-48-103 is amended to read as follows:

20-48-103. Purpose — Use of certain funds.

It is the specific recommendation of the General Assembly that the
Division of Developmental Disabilities Services utilize Title XIX, social
services block grant, and state grants-in-aid funds available to ceommunity
nonprofit community programs to seek to achieve the following goals:

(1) Providing for operation of community-based residential

nonprofit community programs which the state agency encouraged the community

nonprofit community programs to build with nonstate funds;

(2) Determination by the division of reasonable costs for the

services provided by

nonprofit

community programs; and

(3) That the state not reduce reasonable cost funding of

the funding provided by the divisien nonprofit community programs.

SECTION 3. Arkansas Code § 20-48-105 is amended to read as follows:
20-48-105. Gommunity-based-serviece providers Nonprofit community

programs — Extension or expansion of services.
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(a) A qualified nonprofit community program may apply to expand its

current services to persons with developmental disabilities or implement new

services to persons with developmental disabilities in accordance with

subsection (b) of this section if the Division of Developmental Disabilities

Services of the Department of Health and Human Services determines that:

(1) An area of the state is underserved with regard to services

to persons with developmental disabilities currently being funded from

available state or federal funds; or

(2) New services to persons with developmental disabilities

should be offered in the state and that state or federal funds are available

in sufficient amounts to support the delivery of the new services to persons

with developmental disabilities.

(b)(1) A qualified nonprofit community program shall obtain the

approval of the division to expand its current services to persons with

developmental disabilities or to implement new services to persons with

developmental disabilities.

(2) 1In granting an approval under this subsection, the division
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shall consider applications in the following order of preference:

(A) A qualified nonprofit community program with existing

operations in the underserved area or the new service area that provides:

(i) A developmental day-treatment clinic services

preschool program;

(ii) A developmental day-treatment clinic services

adult development program;

(iii) An intermediate care facility for the mentally

retarded program with fifteen (15) beds or fewer; or

(iv) A licensed developmental disability services

group home or apartment in operation and recognized by the division on or

before July 1, 1995;

(v) An apartment complex in operation and serving

individuals with developmental disabilities on or before January 1, 2007;

(B) A qualified nonprofit entity with existing operations

in the underserved area or the new service area;

(C) A qualified nonprofit community program from another

area of the state; and

(D) A qualified nonprofit community program from outside

the state.
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
