WHEREAS, Mr. Henry Wilkins III of Pine Bluff, Arkansas, died on
February 20, 1991; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins served in the Arkansas House of Representatives

and was elected to ten (10) consecutive terms; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins prepared himself in college and in graduate school

for a life of service; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins was the first African-American elected to the
Arkansas General Assembly outside the Little Rock, Arkansas area since the

Reconstruction period in the 1800’s; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins continually sought avenues for the relief of
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suffering; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins recognized that education was necessary for his

community, the state, and the nation to move forward; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins was an Associate Professor at the University of
Arkansas at Pine Bluff for over thirty (30) years until his untimely death in

1991; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Wilkins’ efforts contributed to the State of Arkansas’

ability to serve its children and other citizens,

NOW THEREFORE,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE EIGHTY-SIXTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE
STATE OF ARKANSAS, THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES CONCURRING THEREIN:
