BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 6-15-503(a), concerning prerequisites for
home schooling, is amended to read as follows:

(a) (1) Parents or guardians desiring to provide a home school for
their children must give written notice to the superintendent of their local
school district of their intent to provide a home school for their children,
and sign a waiver acknowledging that the State of Arkansas is not liable for
the education of their children during the time that the parents choose to

home school, and provide a copy of proof of the most recent state-mandated

achievement test:

(A) At —the beginning No later than August 15 immediately
preceding the beginning of eaeh the school year but—mne later than Aupust15;

or

(B) By Deecember—15 December 1 for parents who decide to

start home schooling at the beginning of the spring semesters—eor
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(2)(A) A Parent or guardian desiring to start home schooling on

a date other than the beginning of a school semester shall file an

application with his or her local school district.

(B) The local school district shall form a committee to

consider an application under this subdivision (a)(2) consisting of:

(i) The counselor of the school the child is

presently attending or would attend;

(ii) The principal or assistant principal of the

school the child is presently attending or would attend; and

(iii) One (1) of the child’s current teachers.

(C)(i) The committee shall approve or disapprove the

application to start home schooling on a date other than the beginning of a

school semester of this section within fifteen (15) days of receipt of the

application.

(ii) The committee shall not consider whether to

approve or disapprove an application if:

(a) A delinquency, family in need of services,

or dependency-neglect action has been commenced concerning the child within

three (3) months of the date of the application;

(b) The child is currently under disciplinary

action for violation of any written school policy, including without

limitation excessive unexcused absences; or

(c) The child is truant at the time of the

application.

(iii) The committee shall consider information

provided by the parent of the child in making its determination.

(D) The Department of Education shall develop a form to be

used for applications under this subdivision (a)(2).
