SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 14-42-104 is repealed.
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SECTION 2. Arkansas Code 14-43-411 is amended to read as follows:

14-43-411. Alderman vacancy.

(a)4H Whenever a vacancy shall occur, for any reason, in the office
of alderman in any city of the first class, at any regular meeting after the
occurrence of the vacancy, the city council shall proceed to elect by a
majority vote of the remaining members elected to the council an alderman to
serve for the unexpired term. Provided, however, it is necessary that at
least a quorum of the whole number of the city council shall remain in order
to fill a vacancy.

ward where the vacancy occurs at the time of the vacancy.
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
