FACILITIES. The Arkansas Economic Development Commission (AEDC) shall 10 

structure its annual update to the Five Year Consolidated Plan and the new 11 

Five Year Consolidated Plan to reflect the legislative intent for a priority 12 

to be placed on the use of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for 13 

Multi-use facilities that will offer combined facilities for programs 14 

commonly offered in separate facilities such as senior centers, public health 15 

centers, childcare centers and community centers.  AEDC shall report the 16 

methodology for complying with this priority to the Legislative Council.  17 

  The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1, 2010 18

PARTICIPATION. Arkansas Economic Development Commission (AEDC) shall make 23 

additional efforts to increase non-traditional public participation in its 24 

annual update to the Five Year Consolidated Plan and the new Five Year 25 

Consolidated Plan. These efforts shall be in addition to current public 26 

notification methods. Notification should be considered through direct mail-27 

out to mayors and county judges, contacts with planning and development 28 

districts, contact with the Department of Rural Services, submissions to 29 

grant notification publications, and publication on AEDC's web page. AEDC is 30 

encouraged to develop additional innovative public awareness strategies. 31

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DEVELOPMENT.  From the funds appropriated for Community Development Grants 1 

within the Community Development Program in this Act for Community 2 

Assistance-Federal, the Arkansas Economic Development Commission (AEDC) shall 3 

allocate $500,000 per fiscal year to the Rural Development Set-Aside from the 4 

Economic Development Set-Aside, as defined in AEDC's Consolidated Plan filed 5 

with the federal Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Funds 6 

allocated to the Rural Development Set-Aside are to be used exclusively for 7 

grants to rural communities as defined in the Consolidated Plan.  8

REVIEW.  The Arkansas Economic Development Commission (AEDC) shall review all 14 

applications for grant funds from the Rural Development Set-Aside and shall 15 

certify to the Department of Rural Services those applications eligible for 16 

grant funds under AEDC and federal guidelines. The Department of Rural 17 

Services alone shall decide which grant applications will be funded, and AEDC 18 

shall disburse grant funds from the Rural Development Set-Aside to those 19 

applicants receiving final approval by the Department of Rural Services. AEDC 20 

and the Department of Rural Services shall promulgate rules and regulations 21 

governing the application for and disbursement of grant funds from the Rural 22 

Development Set-Aside, and an annual report of the disposition of these grant 23 

funds shall be made to the Legislative Joint Auditing Committee.  24 

  The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1, 2010 25 

2012 through June 30, 2011 2013. 26

 SECTION 22. SPECIAL LANGUAGE.  NOT TO BE INCORPORATED INTO THE ARKANSAS 28 

CODE NOR PUBLISHED SEPARATELY AS SPECIAL, LOCAL AND TEMPORARY LAW.  TRANSFER 29 

PROVISION - FOREIGN OFFICES.  If at any time during the fiscal year, the 30 

Director determines that market conditions warrant, the Arkansas Economic 31 

Development Commission is hereby authorized to transfer appropriation, after 32 

receiving the approval of the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State and prior 33 

approval by the Legislative Council or Joint Budget Committee, between the 34 

Foreign Offices in the State Operations Section of this Act for the purpose 35 

of responding to changes in the world markets.  36 
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 Determining the maximum number of employees and the maximum amount of 1 

appropriation and general revenue funding for a state agency each fiscal year 2 

is the prerogative of the General Assembly.  This is usually accomplished by 3 

delineating such maximums in the appropriation act(s) for a state agency and 4 

the general revenue allocations authorized for each fund and fund account by 5 

amendment to the Revenue Stabilization law.  Further, the General Assembly 6 

has determined that the Arkansas Economic Development Commission may operate 7 

more efficiently if some flexibility is provided to the Arkansas Economic 8 

Development Commission authorizing broad powers under this Section.  9 

Therefore, it is both necessary and appropriate that the General Assembly 10 

maintain oversight by requiring prior approval of the Legislative Council or 11 

Joint Budget Committee as provided by this section.  The requirement of 12 

approval by the Legislative Council or Joint Budget Committee is not a 13 

severable part of this section.  If the requirement of approval by the 14 

Legislative Council or Joint Budget Committee is ruled unconstitutional by a 15 

court of competent jurisdiction, this entire section is void. 16

2010 2012 through June 30, 2011 2013. 18

 SECTION 23. SPECIAL LANGUAGE.  NOT TO BE INCORPORATED INTO THE ARKANSAS 20

PROVISION.  If at any time during the fiscal year, savings are accomplished 22

 SECTION 30. LEGISLATIVE INTENT.  It is the intent of the General 6 

Assembly that any funds disbursed under the authority of the appropriations 7 

contained in this act shall be in compliance with the stated reasons for 8 

which this act was adopted, as evidenced by the Agency Requests, Executive 9 

Recommendations and Legislative Recommendations contained in the budget 10 

manuals prepared by the Department of Finance and Administration, letters, or 11 

summarized oral testimony in the official minutes of the Arkansas Legislative 12 

Council or Joint Budget Committee which relate to its passage and adoption. 13

 SECTION 31. EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is found and determined by the 15 

General Assembly, that the Constitution of the State of Arkansas prohibits 16 

the appropriation of funds for more than a one (1) year period; that the 17 

effectiveness of this Act on July 1, 2012 is essential to the operation of 18 

the agency for which the appropriations in this Act are provided, with the 19 

exception that Section 14 and Section 15 in this Act shall be in full force 20 

and effect from and after the date of its passage and approval, and that in 21 

the event of an extension of the legislative session, the delay in the 22 

effective date of this Act beyond July 1, 2012, with the exception that 23 

Section 14 and Section 15 in this Act shall be in full force and effect from 24 

and after the date of its passage and approval, could work irreparable harm 25 

upon the proper administration and provision of essential governmental 26 

programs. Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Act 27 

being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health 28 

and safety shall be in full force and effect from and after July 1, 2012, 29 

with the exception that Section 14 and Section 15 in this Act shall be in 30 

full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and approval. 31
