 3-2-210.  Authority of enforcement agents agent — Deputy Director of 26 

Education — Law enforcement officer. 27 

 (a)(1)  The right of any An enforcement agent, the Deputy Director of 28 

Education of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Administration Division, when 29 

duly designated by the Director of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Division, 30 

or a law enforcement officer to may enter, search, inspect records, and seize 31 

contraband in or on any a licensed premises.  32 

  (2)  shall be deemed to be The entrance, search, inspection of 33 

records, and seizure of contraband by an enforcement agent, the director, or 34 

a law enforcement officer may be made without the consent of a licensee and 35 

shall be a condition of the license or permit to sell alcoholic beverages 36 
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granted by this state. 1 

 (b)  All duly A designated enforcement agents agent or director shall 2 

have all powers, rights, and protection provided to all other law enforcement 3 

officers by the laws of this state, specifically including the power of 4 

arrest and service of warrants and the right to bear arms in the line of 5 

duty.
