SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 14, Chapter 42, Subchapter 1, is

amended to add an additional section to read as follows:

14-42-120. Numbered positions for aldermen.

(a) No later than the first Monday in January of 2014, the city or

town council of each municipality with a mayor-council form of government

shall cause to be filed with the county clerk of each county that contains

territory of the municipality a resolution that states the:

(1) Name of each alderman;

(2) Beginning and ending dates of each alderman’s term; and

(3) Number of the position the alderman holds on the city

council.

(b) If the number of an aldermanic position or the number of aldermen

is changed, before the first Monday in January of the year of the next

municipal election after the change, the city or town council shall cause to

be filed with the county clerk of each county that contains territory of the

municipality a resolution that states the:
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(1) Name of each alderman;

(2) Original number of the position the alderman held on the

city or town council; and

(3) New number of the position the alderman holds on the city or

town council.
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
