SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 6-60-601, concerning adoption of textbooks
and course materials, is amended to add an additional subsection to read as
follows:

(d) A state-supported institution of higher education shall not add

the cost of course materials to the billing account of a student, including

by incorporating the cost of course materials into the tuition and fees

charged to a student.
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
