WHEREAS, P.E.O. has awarded more than $143.6 million in Educational
Loan Funds, more than $29 million in International Peace Scholarships, more
than $43 million in Program for Continuing Education grants, more than $16
million in Scholar Awards, and more than $2.6 million in P.E.O. STAR

Scholarships; and

WHEREAS, P.E.O. offers women the potential to develop leadership skills

though volunteer service through its local, state, district, and
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international chapters, and P.E.O. has over 6,000 chapters in each of the 50

United States, District of Columbia, and in 6 Canadian provinces; and

WHEREAS, P.E.O. is a source of encouragement and support for women as

they realize their potential and friendship is the cornerstone of P.E.O.,
