INITIAL EXPOSURE AT A TANNING FACILITY OF A PERSON 11 

UNDER EIGHTEEN (18) YEARS OF AGE; AND FOR OTHER 12

TO PROHIBIT THE USE OF TANNING EQUIPMENT 17 

BY MINORS; AND TO AMEND THE DEFINITION OF 18 

"TANNING EQUIPMENT". 19

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 22 

 23 

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 20-27-2201(4), concerning the definition of 24 

"tanning equipment", is amended to read as follows: 25 

  (4)(A)  “Tanning equipment” means ultraviolet or other lamps and 26 

equipment containing these lamps intended to induce skin tanning through the 27 

irradiation of any part of the living human body with ultraviolet radiation;. 28 

   (B)  "Tanning equipment" does not include a phototherapy 29 

device that emits ultraviolent radiation used by a physician licensed in this 30 

state to treat a disease or disorder; 31

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 20-27-2201, concerning the definitions 33 

relating to tanning facilities, is amended to add an additional subdivision 34 

to read as follows: 35 

  (7)  "Minor" means any person under eighteen (18) years of age. 36

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 20-27-2202 is repealed. 2 

 20-27-2202.  Consent required. 3 

 Before allowing an initial exposure at a tanning facility of a person 4 

under eighteen (18) years of age, the owner or operator shall witness the 5 

person's parent or legal guardian signing and dating a warning statement as 6 

follows: 7 

“WARNING STATEMENT 8 

This statement must be read and signed by a parent or legal guardian of any 9 

person under eighteen (18) years of age before allowing the initial exposure 10 

at this tanning facility. 11 

DANGER — ULTRAVIOLET RADIATION WARNING 12 

Follow instructions. 13 

Avoid overexposure. As with natural sunlight, overexposure can cause eye and 14 

skin injury and allergic reactions. Repeated exposure may cause premature 15 

aging of the skin and skin cancer. 16 

Wear protective eyewear. FAILURE TO USE PROTECTIVE EYEWEAR MAY RESULT IN 17 

SEVERE BURNS OR LONG-TERM INJURY TO THE EYES. 18 

Medications or cosmetics may increase your sensitivity to the ultraviolet 19 

radiation. Consult a physician before using sunlamp or tanning equipment if 20 

you are using medications or have a history of skin problems or believe 21 

yourself to be especially sensitive to sunlight. 22 

I have read the above warning and understand what it means before undertaking 23 

any tanning equipment exposure. 24

 SECTION 4.  Arkansas Code Title 20, Chapter 27, Subchapter 22, is 19 

amended to add an additional section to read as follows: 20 

 20-27-2203.  Prohibiting the use of tanning equipment at a tanning 21 

facility by a minor. 22 

 (a)  A person commits the offense of permitting the use of tanning 23 

equipment at a tanning facility by a minor if the person knowingly permits a 24 

minor to use tanning equipment at a tanning facility. 25 

 (b)  Permitting the use of tanning equipment at a tanning facility by a 26 

minor is a Class A misdemeanor. 27 

 (c)  This section does not apply to the use of tanning equipment at a 28 

tanning facility by a minor pursuant to a valid prescription for a medical 29 

condition which includes the delineation of the amount of each tanning 30 

treatment necessary and the number of tanning treatments necessary.  31
