BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 26

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 15, Chapter 4, Subchapter 2, is amended 28 

to add an additional section to read as follows: 29 

 15-4-221.  Residency requirement for financial incentive agreements. 30 

 (a)  As used in this section: 31 

  (1)  “Financial incentive agreement” means an agreement entered 32 

into by an entity and the state to provide the entity an economic incentive 33 

to locate a new business or to retain or expand an existing business in 34 

Arkansas; and 35 

  (2)  “Resident” means a person who is domiciled in Arkansas or 36 
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who maintains a permanent place of abode within this state and spends in the 1 

aggregate more than six (6) months of the year within this state. 2 

 (b)  A person or entity that enters into a financial incentive 3 

agreement shall ensure that, when available and to the extent possible, all 4 

of the employees and contractors used to complete the project that is subject 5 

to the financial incentive agreement are residents. 6

 SECTION 2.  DO NOT CODIFY.  Section 1 of this act does not apply to 8 

financial incentive agreements that were entered into before the effective 9 

date of this act. 10 
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
