POULTRY COMMISSION; AND TO AMEND THE LAW 19 

CONCERNING CONTROL OF CONTAGIOUS 20 

DISEASES. 21

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 24 

 25 

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-102(a), concerning members of the 26 

Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission, is amended to read as follows: 27 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall consist of 28 

seven (7) members who are residents and electors of this state to be 29 

appointed by the Governor by and with the advice and consent of the Senate 30 

for terms of seven (7) years and shall be actively engaged in the Arkansas 31 

livestock and poultry industries. 32 

 33 

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-103 is amended to read as follows: 34 

 2-33-103. Organization and meetings. 35 

 (a)(1)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall from time 36 
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to time select from its membership a chairman and a vice chairman. 1 

  (2)  The executive director shall be ex officio secretary of the 2 

commission but shall have no vote on matters coming before it. 3 

 (b)(1)(A)  The commission shall adopt and may modify rules for the 4 

conduct of its business and shall keep a record of its transactions, 5 

findings, and determinations, which shall be public. 6 

    (B)(2)  The rules shall provide for regular meetings and 7 

for special meetings at the call of the chairman or the vice chairman if he 8 

or she is, for any reason, the acting chairman, either at his or her own 9 

instance or upon the written request of at least four (4) members. 10 

   (2)  A quorum shall consist of not less than four (4) members 11 

present at any regular or special meeting, and the affirmative vote of this 12 

number shall be necessary for the disposition of any business. 13 

   (3)(A)  The commission shall meet at such times and places as in 14 

each instance may suit the commission's convenience. 15 

 (c)(1)  A majority of the membership of the commission shall constitute 16 

a quorum. 17 

  (2)  A majority vote of those members present shall be required 18 

for any action of the commission. 19 

 (d)  A vacancy on the commission due to death, resignation, removal, or 20 

other cause shall be filled by appointment by the Governor for the unexpired 21 

portion of the term. 22 

 (e)  The Governor may remove a member of the commission before the 23 

expiration of his or her term for cause only, after notice and a hearing in 24 

accordance with §§ 25-17-210 and 25-17-211. 25 

 (B)(f)  All meetings shall be open to the public. 26 

 27 

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-104 is amended to read as follows: 28 

 2-33-104. Executive Deputy director. 29 

 (a)(1)  The Executive Deputy Director of the Arkansas Livestock and 30 

Poultry Commission shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the 31 

Governor the Secretary of the Arkansas Agriculture Department. 32 

  (2)  The executive director shall be charged with the duty of 33 

administering the fiscal provisions of this subchapter and of other laws 34 

where the functions, powers, and duties of the state agency are vested in and 35 

imposed upon the commission. 36 
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  (3)  The applicable provisions of the General Accounting and 1 

Budgetary Procedures Law, § 19-4-101 et seq., and the Arkansas Purchasing 2 

Law, § 19-11-201 et seq., as these laws relate to the financial transactions 3 

of the commission, shall be fully complied with by the executive director. 4 

 (b)  The commission may, by resolution duly adopted, delegate to the 5 

executive director any of the powers or duties vested in or imposed upon it 6 

by law, and these delegated powers or duties may be exercised by the 7 

executive director in the name of the commission. 8 

 (c)  Subject to the availability of funds for the purpose, the 9 

executive director shall employ and, within limitations established by the 10 

General Assembly, fix the salaries of veterinarians, animal pathologists, 11 

bacteriologists, laboratory technicians, livestock, poultry, and egg-grading 12 

inspectors, other personnel, and agents, as the commission shall deem 13 

necessary to permit it to effectively carry out the duties imposed upon it by 14 

law. 15 

 (d)(1)  The executive director shall be custodian of all property held 16 

in the name of the commission and shall be ex officio disbursing agent of all 17 

funds available for its use. 18 

  (2)(A)(i)  The executive director shall furnish bond to the 19 

state, with corporate surety thereon, in the penal sum of twenty-five 20 

thousand dollars ($25,000), conditioned that he or she will faithfully 21 

perform his or her duties of employment and properly account for all funds 22 

received and disbursed by him or her. 23 

    (ii)  An additional disbursing agent's bond shall not 24 

be required of the executive director. 25 

   (B)  The bond shall be filed with the Secretary of State, 26 

and executed counterparts thereof shall be filed with the Auditor of State. 27 

   (C)  The premiums on the bond shall be paid with funds made 28 

available for the use of the commission. 29 

 30 

 SECTION 4.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-105 is amended to read as follows: 31 

 2-33-105. State Veterinarian. 32 

 (a)(1)  Subject to the approval of the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry 33 

Commission, the Executive Director of the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry 34 

Commission Secretary of the Arkansas Agriculture Department shall appoint a 35 

State Veterinarian. 36 
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  (2)  The State Veterinarian shall be a person who has been 1 

granted the degree of Doctor of Veterinary Medicine by a recognized school of 2 

veterinary medicine and who holds a current license issued by the Veterinary 3 

Medical Examining Board of this state. 4 

 (b)(1)  The State Veterinarian shall perform such duties as shall from 5 

time to time be prescribed by the commission and the executive director 6 

Secretary of the Arkansas Agriculture Department. 7 

  (2)  The commission may, by resolution duly adopted, delegate to 8 

the State Veterinarian any of the powers or duties vested in or imposed upon 9 

it by law, and these delegated powers or duties may be exercised by the State 10 

Veterinarian in the name of the commission. 11 

 (c)(1)(A)  The State Veterinarian shall furnish bond to the state, with 12 

corporate surety thereon, in the penal sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000), 13 

conditioned that he or she will faithfully perform his or her duties of 14 

employment. 15 

   (B)  The bond shall be filed with the Secretary of State, 16 

and executed counterparts thereof shall be filed with the Auditor of State. 17 

  (2)  The premiums on the bond shall be paid with funds made 18 

available for the use of the commission. 19 

 20 

 SECTION 5.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-106 is repealed. 21 

 2-33-106. Bonding of employees. 22 

 (a)(1)  The Executive Director of the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry 23 

Commission may cause any or all employees of the Arkansas Livestock and 24 

Poultry Commission to be bonded by corporate surety companies. 25 

  (2)  The bonds, individual or blanket, shall be in such amounts 26 

and contain such conditions as the executive director shall determine. 27 

  (3)  The bonds shall be filed in the office of the commission. 28 

 (b)  The premiums on all bonds coming under this section shall be paid 29 

with funds made available for the use of the commission. 30 

 31 

 SECTION 6.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-107 is amended to read as follows: 32 

 2-33-107. Powers and duties generally. 33 

 (a)(1)  Full authority Authority for the control, suppression, and 34 

eradication of livestock and poultry diseases and pests, and supervision of 35 

livestock and poultry sanitary work in this state including authority to 36 
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promulgate rules governing the handling, sale, and use of vaccines, antigens, 1 

and other biological products used in connection with livestock or poultry, 2 

is vested in the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission. 3 

   (2)  Without limiting the generality of subdivision (a)(1) of 4 

this section or of the other provisions of this subchapter or of other 5 

applicable law, it shall be the function, power, and duty of the commission 6 

to administer the applicable provisions of the following laws as they relate 7 

to administration by a state agency: 8 

   (A)  Act 409, approved May 28, 1907; 9 

   (B)  Act 171, approved March 2, 1945; 10 

   (C)  Act 396, approved March 21, 1951; 11 

   (D)  Act 33, approved February 11, 1957; 12 

   (E)  Act 34, approved February 11, 1957; 13 

   (F)  Act 154, approved March 5, 1957; 14 

   (G)  Act 94, approved February 24, 1959; 15 

   (H)  Act 179, approved March 6, 1959; and 16 

   (I)  Act 196, approved March 8, 1961. 17 

 (b)  The commission shall have the authority to: 18 

  (1)  Enter into cooperative work agreements with any or all the 19 

several federal departments and agencies in matters relating to the functions 20 

performable by the commission including, but not limited to, general 21 

livestock and poultry disease control programs such as brucellosis, 22 

tuberculosis, hog cholera, scabies, pullorum, and leucosis; 23 

  (2)(A)(i)  Receive and expend any moneys arising from federal 24 

means, grants, contributions, gratuities, or reimbursements for or on account 25 

of any of the functions at any time performable by the commission. 26 

    (ii)  Unless provisions shall have otherwise been 27 

made by the federal agencies furnishing the funds, all moneys shall be 28 

deposited in the State Treasury to the credit of the commission if 29 

legislative appropriations are, at the time, available for its use. 30 

   (B)(i)  In the event the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State 31 

shall advise the commission that appropriations are not available, the 32 

commission shall have the authority to establish one (1) or more accounts in 33 

its name in one (1) or more banks and thereafter deposit the moneys to the 34 

credit of one (1) or more of the accounts and withdraw the moneys for the 35 

purposes for which granted, donated, or received. 36 
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    (ii)  Before any moneys may be so deposited in a 1 

bank, the commission shall obtain the written approval of the Chief Fiscal 2 

Officer of the State; 3 

  (3)  Cooperate with similar agencies existing in other states and 4 

with the appropriate federal agencies and appropriate other agencies of this 5 

state for the purpose of coordinating laws, rules, and regulations governing 6 

the interstate movement of livestock and poultry and the products producible 7 

therefrom, with the view of safeguarding against animal diseases, insects, 8 

and pests and at the same time endeavoring to eliminate interstate trade 9 

barriers; 10 

  (4)  Cooperate with, and receive the cooperation of, all state-11 

supported institutions of higher education in matters of mutual interest 12 

relating to the development of the livestock and poultry interests of this 13 

state; 14 

  (5)  Cooperate with the state, district, and county livestock 15 

show associations in the promotion and development of the livestock and 16 

poultry industry of this state; 17 

  (6)  Contract and be contracted with; and 18 

  (7)  Take such other action, not inconsistent with law, as it 19 

shall deem necessary or desirable to effectively carry out its duties.; 20 

  (8)  Make such modifications or adjustments in disease and pest 21 

control and eradication activities and programs as it deems necessary or 22 

appropriate to enable it to carry out its responsibilities with respect to 23 

such activities and programs; 24 

  (9)  Obtain, upon majority vote of the commission, health records 25 

of livestock and poultry, including records of livestock and poultry 26 

produced, sold,  processed, or otherwise handled, to enable it to effectively 27 

administer and enforce its rules, regulations, and laws relating to disease 28 

or pest control and eradication programs; and 29 

  (10)  Prescribe, by administrative rule, the method and manner 30 

for testing and vaccination of livestock or poultry located within the state 31 

but such authority shall not interfere with farmer vaccination of his or her 32 

own product. 33 

 (c)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall have the 34 

authority to make, modify, and enforce such rules, regulations, and orders, 35 

not inconsistent with law, as it shall from time to time deem necessary to 36 
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effectively carry out the functions performable by it. 1 

 2 

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-108 is repealed. 3 

 2-33-108. Authority to stop vehicles, etc. 4 

 (a)(1)  Livestock inspectors and other employees of the Arkansas 5 

Livestock and Poultry Commission designated by the commission shall have the 6 

authority to: 7 

   (A)  Stop vehicles transporting livestock or poultry in the 8 

state for purposes of examining: 9 

    (i)  Livestock being transported in the vehicle; 10 

    (ii)  The sanitary conditions of the vehicles 11 

transporting the livestock; and 12 

   (iii)  The documents relating to the health of the 13 

livestock be ing transported; and 14 

   (B)  Make such other inspections as the commission may 15 

authorize or direct by administrative rule or regulation to enable it to 16 

carry out its responsibilities regarding disease and pest control and 17 

eradication. 18 

  (2)  Livestock inspectors and other designated employees of the 19 

commission shall have no authority to stop vehicles transporting poultry 20 

unless and until the commission shall have first issued a proclamation 21 

declaring that there is an imminent peril of disease or disaster affecting 22 

poultry in the state. 23 

 (b)  If the contents of a vehicle are not in compliance with state or 24 

federal laws or regulations, the commission employee shall have the authority 25 

to detain the vehicle and order the contents to be unloaded and quarantined 26 

at the nearest facility until the contents are brought into compliance. 27 

 (c)  Such personnel of the commission are further authorized to make 28 

arrests or issue citations to appear in court to those parties involved in 29 

committing violations of laws and commission regulations designed to control 30 

and eradicate diseases in livestock and poultry in the state. 31 

 (d)  Such employees designated by the commission shall, upon 32 

employment, be required to attend and successfully complete a curriculum 33 

offered by the Arkansas Law Enforcement Training Academy. 34 

 (e)  Any person or entity who violates this section shall, upon 35 

conviction, be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. 36

Livestock and Poultry Commission. 15

 SECTION 10.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-111(a), concerning livestock and 17 

poultry diagnostic services, is amended to read as follows: 18 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission may promulgate rules 19 

and regulations concerning services performed by its diagnostic laboratories 20 

that pertain to all species of livestock and poultry the Veterinary 21 

Diagnostic Laboratory. 22 

 23 

 SECTION 11.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-112 is repealed. 24 

 2-33-112. Small animal diagnostic services. 25 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission may promulgate rules 26 

and regulations concerning services performed by its diagnostic staff that 27 

pertain to small animals such as dogs, cats, and others that are considered 28 

to be household or family pets. 29 

 (b)(1)  A fee structure may be designed and maintained by the 30 

commission for the purpose of defraying the costs of these services. 31 

  (2)  The fees collected shall be deposited in the State Treasury 32 

as special revenues and shall be credited to the Livestock and Poultry 33 

Special Revenue Fund. 34 

 35 

 SECTION 12.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-113 is amended to read as follows: 36 
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 2-33-113. Disposition of fees, revenues, fines, and penalties. 1 

 (a)  All fees and revenues collected by the Arkansas Livestock and 2 

Poultry Commission shall be deposited in the State Treasury as special 3 

revenues to be used for the maintenance, operation, and improvement of the 4 

commission be credited to the Livestock and Poultry Disease Control and 5 

Eradication Fund. 6 

 (b)  All fines and penalties resulting from arrests made or citations 7 

issued by commission enforcement officers shall be distributed as follows: 8 

  (1)  Eighty percent (80%) to the Treasurer of State to be 9 

deposited into the State Treasury as special revenues and credited to the 10 

Livestock and Poultry Commission Disease and Pest Control Fund to be used as 11 

additional revenues for the operation of the enforcement unit; and 12

 The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall promulgate such 27 

reasonable rules and regulations as it may deem necessary for the enforcement 28 

of the provisions of this subchapter.

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission is authorized to 32 

establish a carcass data service which shall be established in cooperation 33 

with the United States Department of Agriculture and shall be in compliance 34 

with applicable standards and requirements as prescribed by the United States 35 

Department of Agriculture for carcass data services. 36 
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 (b)  The commission shall have the authority to establish a fee rate 1 

payment for the carcass data information, which shall be at least equal to 2 

United States Department of Agriculture guidelines, but may be increased by 3 

the commission when deemed necessary for the conduct of the program. 4 

 5 

 2-33-204. Feeder pig and feeder calf grading program. 6 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission is authorized to 7 

establish a feeder pig and feeder calf grading program and shall be empowered 8 

to cooperate with the United States Department of Agriculture and other state 9 

agencies in this and other states to formulate and establish an “Arkansas 10 

Standard” for feeder pigs and feeder calves which shall be equal to or higher 11 

than United States Department of Agriculture quality grades as experience 12 

would require. 13 

 (b)(1)(A)  The commission shall be empowered to establish a fee for 14 

feeder pig and feeder calf grading services to be charged those livestock 15 

producers requesting such service. 16 

   (B)  The fees may be adjusted from time to time as it may 17 

be deemed necessary by the commission to defray the costs of the program. 18 

  (2)(A)  Any livestock producer failing to pay the fees for 19 

service in accordance with the regulations promulgated by the commission 20 

shall forfeit the right thereafter to benefit from the service until the 21 

passed fees are paid. 22 

   (B)  All unpaid costs shall be collectible by the 23 

commission in the same manner provided by law for collection of delinquent 24 

gross receipts taxes. 25 

 26 

 2-33-205. Intergovernmental cooperation. 27 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission is authorized to 28 

cooperate with the appropriate federal agencies and the appropriate agencies 29 

of this state and other states for the purpose of coordinating laws, rules, 30 

and regulations governing market news, carcass data, and graded feeder pig 31 

and feeder calf sales, with the view of promoting high quality animal 32 

products and information. 33 

 (b)(1)  The commission may enter in cooperative arrangements with 34 

cooperating adjoining states to provide standards of graded sales and 35 

cooperative use of graders and news reporters whereby cooperating states may 36 
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pay a portion of the expenses and salaries of personnel. 1 

  (2)  The moneys shall be collected and deposited in the Livestock 2 

and Poultry Commission Fund. 3 

 4 

 2-33-206. Funds from carcass data and grading programs. 5 

 All funds received by the Livestock and Poultry Commission for 6 

providing carcass data and feeder pig and feeder calf grading service shall 7 

be deposited in the State Treasury. Upon receipt, the Treasurer of State 8 

shall monthly credit the funds as nonrevenue receipts to an account to be 9 

known as the Livestock and Poultry Commission Fund to be used for salaries, 10 

expenses, equipment, maintenance, operation, and administrative expenses of 11 

the graded feeder pig or feeder calf program of the division. 12 

 13 

 2-33-207. Spraying of livestock. 14 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall make 15 

reasonable and necessary rules and regulations for spraying livestock in this 16 

state for the eradication and control of ticks and other livestock pests. 17 

 (b)(1)(A)  Any person in this state desiring to have livestock sprayed 18 

may make application to the commission. Spraying shall be done as soon as 19 

possible after application is made, within the limitations of equipment and 20 

personnel available to the commission. 21 

   (B)  A charge of ten cents (10¢) per head of livestock 22 

sprayed shall be charged by the commission to cover necessary costs of 23 

chemicals, personnel, and maintenance in spraying the livestock. 24 

  (2)  No livestock shall be sprayed until the owner or person in 25 

charge thereof shall sign a statement in writing releasing the commission and 26 

the State of Arkansas of any claim or liability for any resulting damage to 27 

livestock because of the spraying. 28 

 29 

 2-33-208. Livestock spraying program payments. 30 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission is authorized to 31 

maintain moneys being held in bank accounts derived from payments received in 32 

connection with the Livestock Spraying Program, as authorized by law, in bank 33 

accounts, and the commission may deposit future receipts from the program in 34 

those accounts in banks in this state. 35 

 (b)  All of the payments derived from the program on deposit in, or 36 
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hereafter deposited in, bank accounts as authorized in this section shall be 1 

maintained in a fund to be known as the Livestock and Poultry Commission Fund 2 

and shall be expended only for the purpose of defraying the costs of 3 

materials, supplies, and equipment and other necessary expenses in connection 4 

with the program. 5 

 6 

 SECTION 17.  Arkansas Code § 2-33-302 is repealed. 7 

 2-33-302. Civil service system. 8 

 (a)  All inspectors, graders, supervisors, and other technical 9 

personnel employed by the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission in 10 

connection with the Poultry and Egg Grading Program authorized in this 11 

subchapter shall be employed in job positions under a civil service system 12 

established by the commission.

section shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor. 13

 2-35-212. Sales within county. 15 

 (a)  Whenever any hogs, cattle, sheep, goats, and other livestock are 16 

sold for slaughter by anyone within the county and whenever any carcass of 17 

any of the named animals is sold by anyone within the county, the seller must 18 

make a bill of sale of the animal in duplicate, giving the complete 19 

information as contained in § 2-35-204, retaining the duplicate, and 20 

delivering the original to the purchaser at the time of delivery of the 21 

animal or carcass. 22

bill of sale in their permanent files, subject to inspection at all times by 24 

any police officer within the state.

 The interstate movement of cattle shall be exclusively governed and 8 

regulated in accordance and compliance with the rules and regulations of the 9 

United States Department of Agriculture. 10

 2-35-215. Interstate shipping points. 12 

 (a)  The state inspector of cattle or other livestock requiring 13 

inspection under the rules and regulations of the federal government relating 14 

to shippers from the State of Arkansas shall provide shipping points to 15 

facilitate convenience and expenses to shippers. 16 

 (b)(1)  The inspector shall provide shipping points at Little Rock, 17 

Pine Bluff, Hot Springs, El Dorado, Hope, DeQueen, Waldron, Danville, Mena, 18 

Brinkley, Dermott, Arkadelphia, Batesville, Dumas, Dardanelle, Booneville, 19 

Van Buren, Rogers, Perry, Beebe, Monticello, Paris, Star City, Heber Springs, 20 

and Elba. 21 

  (2)  At each of these places, there shall be provided a dipping 22 

vat with a federal representative to control, operate, and inspect all 23 

animals brought there for inspection. 24 

 (c)  Counties not being under quarantine regulations may be exempt from 25 

the provisions of this section. 26

carried out or is about to carry out his or her official duties shall be 34 

guilty of a Class A misdemeanor and shall be punished accordingly. 35

commission while the employee is engaged in the performance of his or her 5 

official duties or because the employee has carried out or is about to carry 6 

out his or her official duties shall be guilty of a Class C misdemeanor and 7 

shall be punished accordingly.

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best interest of the people of the state to secure a more effective 1 

regulatory mechanism to address this concern. 2 

 (b)  The purpose of this subchapter is to establish an effective and 3 

equitable procedure by which the state can assist its agricultural interests 4 

in controlling the tick infestation problem. 5

 2-40-902. Cost sharing. 7 

 Under this subchapter, control will be effected by the provision of a 8 

cost-sharing program, through which the state will offset the cost to the 9 

livestock owner of purchasing the insecticide used in treating his or her 10 

livestock for the tick infestation problem. 11

 2-40-903. Administration. 13 

 (a)(1)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission shall establish 14 

rules and regulations as needed to fulfill the purpose of this subchapter. 15 

  (2)  These rules and regulations shall include, but not be 16 

limited to: 17 

   (A)  Establishing criteria covering eligibility to the 18 

program, such as a brucellosis-free herd; 19

cooperation with the University of Arkansas Cooperative Extension Service, is 35

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cattle for the purpose of reducing ticks in the State of Arkansas, to any 1 

county in the State of Arkansas when, in the judgment of the State 2 

Veterinarian, dipping is necessary. 3 

  (2)  Counties desiring dipping shall establish dipping vats 4 

within the respective counties at locations to be designated by the county 5 

court, acting in conjunction with the State Veterinarian. 6

subchapter shall have preference in any dipping program hereinafter carried 12 

out by the commission or the State Veterinarian.

 (a)(1)  The establishment of vats for the dipping of cattle shall be 16 

done by the county court. 17 

  (2)  The maintenance of the vats and the dipping of cattle shall 18 

be under the supervision of the county judge. 19 

 (b)  Dipping shall be carried out once each month between May 1 and 20 

November 1 of each year. 21

 2-40-906. Stock range rider. 23 

 (a)  The county judge in each county establishing vats shall designate 24 

and appoint some qualified person to be known as a stock range rider to act 25 

during the dipping season and conduct the dipping operations in his or her 26 

county according to such rules and regulations as may be promulgated by the 27 

State Veterinarian or the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission. 28 

 (b)(1)  The stock range rider shall receive as his or her compensation 29 

the sum of two hundred dollars ($200) per month from May 1 to November 1, to 30 

be paid by the county.

 2-40-1001. Penalty for stock crossing lines. 5 

 (a)  Any owner of stock who shall allow his or her stock to drift 6 

across a quarantine line that has been established by law shall be guilty of 7 

a Class C misdemeanor. 8 

 (b)  This section shall apply only to a resident owning cattle and 9 

living on land adjoining a quarantine line or within five (5) miles of a 10 

quarantine line and shall not apply to a dealer or a dealer's agent who is 11 

driving cattle out of a quarantine territory. 12 

 13 

 2-40-1002. Federal quarantine line. 14 

 (a)(1)  It shall be unlawful for any person or corporation to drive or 15 

transport any cattle from south to north across the cattle quarantine line 16 

within the State of Arkansas as it may be fixed by the proper authorities of 17 

the United States. 18 

  (2)  This section shall not apply to a person or corporation 19 

driving or transporting cattle across the quarantine line as infected cattle 20 

or as cattle from an infected district or to a person driving any cattle 21 

across the line during the time it is not prohibited by the authorities of 22 

the United States. 23 

 (b)(1)  Any person or corporation that shall violate a provision of 24 

this section, being either the owner of the cattle, the carrier, or the 25 

driver for hire, or otherwise, shall be guilty of a violation. 26 

  (2)  Upon conviction, an offender shall be fined in any sum not 27 

less than fifty dollars ($50.00) nor more than two hundred dollars ($200). 28 

 (c)(1)  Any citizen of this state shall have the power, and it shall be 29 

the duty of all peace officers of the respective counties of this state, to 30 

stop any cattle driven or transported or being driven or transported across 31 

the quarantine line from south to north and impound and drive or transport 32 

the cattle back south of the quarantine line. 33 

  (2)  All costs and expenses incurred by a citizen or peace 34 

officer in impounding or driving the cattle back south of the quarantine line 35 

shall be taxed as costs against the person or corporation convicted of the 36 
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unlawful driving of the cattle across the quarantine line in violation of 1 

this section. 2 

 (d)  A court of competent jurisdiction in any county north of the 3 

quarantine line through which or into which cattle shall be driven shall have 4 

cognizance of a violation of a provision of this section. 5

 2-40-1003. District quarantine line. 7 

 (a)  There shall be established by the State of Arkansas a district 8 

cattle quarantine line described as follows: Beginning at the northwest 9 

corner of Benton County and running south along the west boundary line of the 10 

state to the southwest corner of Washington County; thence in an easterly 11 

direction following the southern boundary lines of Washington, Madison, 12 

Newton, and Searcy Counties to the northwest corner of Van Buren County, 13 

thence south following the line between Van Buren and Pope Counties to the 14 

southwest corner of Van Buren County; thence in an easterly direction 15 

following the southern boundary line of Van Buren and Cleburne Counties to 16 

the southeast corner of Cleburne County; thence in a northerly direction 17 

following the line between Cleburne and White Counties to the southwest 18 

corner of Independence County; thence east twelve (12) miles following the 19 

south line of Independence County to the Jackson County line; thence south 20 

six (6) miles to the southwest corner of Jackson County; thence in an 21 

easterly direction to the southeast corner of Jackson County; thence in a 22 

northerly direction following the east line of Jackson County to the Lawrence 23 

County line; thence east along the south line of Lawrence County, to the 24 

southeast corner thereof; thence north along the east line of Lawrence County 25 

to the southern line of Greene County; thence along the southern line of 26 

Greene County to the Missouri line. 27 

 (b)  If, at any time, it shall be found after investigation by the 28 

Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission that the district cattle quarantine 29 

line established by this section should be changed so as to further include 30 

or exclude one (1) or more counties or parts of counties, and the 31 

recommendation is approved by the commission, it shall be submitted to the 32 

Governor, who shall, by proclamation, make the change. The quarantine line 33 

thus established shall, from that date, replace the district cattle 34 

quarantine line of this section. 35 

 (c)  All cattle above the district cattle quarantine line of subsection 36 
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(a) of this section or of the line modified by subsection (b) of this section 1 

bearing boophilus annulatus ticks shall be considered as affected with a 2 

contagious disease. 3 

 (d)  This section shall not interfere with the shipment of cattle by 4 

cars which are being transported across the state to other markets or places 5 

of destination outside of the state or territory included in the quarantine 6 

district. 7 

 8 

 2-40-1004. Penalties for cattle drifting or being transported across 9 

district line. 10 

 (a)(1)  Cattle from below the district cattle quarantine line shall not 11 

be allowed to drift across the quarantine line, and the owner of the cattle 12 

allowing them to so drift across shall be guilty of a violation. 13 

  (2)(A)  Upon conviction, the owner shall be fined in any sum of 14 

not less than two hundred dollars ($200) nor more than five hundred dollars 15 

($500). 16 

   (B)  This penalty shall not apply to an adjoining landowner 17 

as described in § 2-40-1001. 18 

  (3)  Cattle from above the quarantine line that drift across the 19 

quarantine line shall be subject to the laws affecting other cattle below the 20 

quarantine line. 21 

 (b)(1)  At no season of the year shall cattle be driven or transported 22 

across the district quarantine line without a certificate of inspection by a 23 

federal or state veterinary inspector. 24 

  (2)  Any person so driving or transporting cattle or any person 25 

found aiding or abetting in the driving or transporting of cattle shall be 26 

guilty of a violation and upon conviction shall be fined in any sum of not 27 

less than two hundred dollars ($200) nor more than five hundred dollars 28 

($500) for each offense. 29 

 30 

 2-40-1005. Enforcement of district quarantine. 31 

 (a)(1)  It shall be the duty of any peace officer of this state who 32 

apprehends any person violating this subchapter to have the party arrested 33 

and brought before the proper authorities for a speedy trial. 34 

  (2)  In the prosecution of offenders under this subchapter by a 35 

peace officer, they shall not be required to give bond for costs. 36 
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 (b)  Any officer finding any cattle which have been driven across the 1 

line in violation of this subchapter shall, upon such finding, seize and 2 

impound the cattle and hold them as security against all fines and costs of 3 

prosecution of the owner of the cattle for the violating of this subchapter. 4 

 (c)(1)  It shall be the duty of any officer, upon finding the cattle, 5 

as soon as costs of prosecution, fine, etc., are settled, to drive the cattle 6 

back across the quarantine line as near the route over which they came as 7 

possible. 8 

  (2)(A)  The officer shall be allowed the sum of five dollars 9 

($5.00) per day for such labor. 10 

   (B)  The sum shall be paid by the parties violating this 11 

subchapter. 12 

 13 

 2-40-1006. Requirements for railroads. 14 

 (a)(1)  It shall be unlawful for any railroad company carrying cattle 15 

from other states or territories below the quarantine line established by the 16 

United States Department of Agriculture, or from below the district cattle 17 

quarantine line in this state, to unload cattle at any point in Arkansas 18 

above the district cattle quarantine line, except at such points as may be 19 

designated by the Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission and under such 20 

restrictions as are prescribed by the United States Department of 21 

Agriculture. 22 

  (2)  Pursuant to § 2-40-1003(d), cattle may be transported over 23 

the district cattle quarantine line and unloaded when accompanied by a 24 

certificate of inspection by a federal or state veterinary inspector. 25 

 (b)  It shall be unlawful for any railway company to throw out from any 26 

car, which since last cleansing has contained cattle from below the district 27 

cattle quarantine line of this state or from below the quarantine line 28 

established by the United States Department of Agriculture in other states or 29 

territories, the excreta, litter, or other refuse, at any point in Arkansas 30 

north of the quarantine line, except under such restrictions as are 31 

prescribed by the United States Department of Agriculture. 32 

 (c)  Railroad companies in Arkansas shall fence all their rights-of-way 33 

above the district cattle quarantine line established by § 2-40-1003(d). 34 

 35 

 SECTION 74.  Arkansas Code Title 2, Chapter 40, Subchapter 11, is 36 
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repealed. 1 

Subchapter 11 — Rabies 2 

 3 

 2-40-1101. Entire county as infested area. 4 

 (a)  The Arkansas Livestock and Poultry Commission is authorized, in 5 

the case of a severe outbreak of rabies in any county in this state, to 6 

declare an entire county as a rabies-infested area. 7 

 (b)  Upon declaring any county as a rabies-infested area, the 8 

commission is authorized to pay up to one-half (½) the cost of the vaccine 9 

used in vaccinating cattle in the county against rabies, and shall pay the 10 

entire cost of providing vaccine for use by humans bitten or exposed to 11 

rabies-infested animals. 12 

 13 

 SECTION 75.  Arkansas Code § 2-40-1303 is amended to read as follows: 14 

 2-40-1303. Violation. 15 

 Each violation of this subchapter by a responsible person shall 16 

constitute a Class A misdemeanor and shall be punishable accordingly A person 17 

who violates this subchapter shall be subject to an administrative penalty. 18

 2-40-1304. Regulations. 21

commission for the disposal of large animal carcasses and parts thereof. 29
