 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 6-16-135(c), concerning the requirement 23 

that high school students take a course regarding personal and family finance 24 

standards, is amended to read as follows: 25 

 (c)  Beginning with the entering ninth grade class of the 2017-2018 26 

school year, each public high school student shall be required before 27 

graduation to earn a credit in a course taken in grade nine (9), grade ten 28 

(10), grade eleven (11), or grade twelve (12) that includes the personal and 29 

family finance standards under subsection (b) of this section. 30
