  WHEREAS, homeschooling became officially recognized in Arkansas with 

the passage of Act 40 of the First Extraordinary Session of 1985; and  

 

  WHEREAS, the effects of the coronavirus 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic have 

made significant impacts on how children are educated, with many additional 

families choosing to homeschool; and 

 

  WHEREAS, the National Home Education Research Institute estimates that 

nationally the number of homeschooled students has increased by at least ten 

percent (10%) during the 2020-2021 school year; and 

 

  WHEREAS, in Arkansas, the number of homeschooled students has increased 

seventeen percent (17%) since the 2019-2020 school year, with approximately 

twenty-six thousand (26,000) homeschooled students in the state during the 

2020-2021 school year; and  

 

 WHEREAS, students can attend public school, private school, or home 

school, and families are empowered to direct the education of their children 

by choosing the best educational environment available; and
