WHEREAS, the Valley View Blazers baseball team has an overall record of
31-2 for the season and an undefeated record of 14-0 in its conference, with

no in-state teams having beaten the Blazers this season; and
WHEREAS, University of Arkansas signee and senior pitcher Lance Davis

was named the Most Valuable Player following the team’s victory in the state

WHEREAS, four (4) players on the Valley View Blazers baseball team have
already signed to play for National Collegiate Athletics Association Division
I programs during the next season, including Slade Caldwell, Eli Crecelius,

Lance Davis, and Lawson Ward; and
